(Map # 2) 196 Howard Street

This bungalow-style
house, built approxi-
- mately 1915, has
! been in owner Kim

H Bombard's family for
:o years. She lived
. . here throughout her
2 g N1 % childhood, when
e g g1 her parents also

owned many of the

adjacent properties on Howard Street. Kim and her husband
Martin purchased the property in 1994 from her parents. The
house had been rented 1984-924 and was somewhat run-
down.

In the 10 years they have lived here, with Martin doing all of the
work. the Bombards have maintained striking origina! features
such as the porch railing, wood flooring and porcelain bath
fixtures, and restored all of the plaster walls. A wall in the front
hall was removed and the beautiful hallway stairway wood
paneling was custom-built for the space. In a first-floor addi-
tion in the rear, they created a new kitchen with handmade
maple cabinetry, birdseye maple floor, pink granite counter-
tops and a high-gloss paint finish on the walls constructed of
Swedish putty (substance made of stone dust) over drywall.
The kitchen has a built-in sitting area, and custom French
doors fo the dining room. A former pantry off the kitchen
was converted to a laundry and full bath.

Upstairs there are four bedrooms, a full bath with original fix-
tures, and a three-season family room over the front porch.
The hallway has maple flooring while each bedroom has
spruce flooring. The striking colors of all the interior walls were
selected by Kim, who also painted all of the walls, and some
of the furniture, in the house. 21

The kitfchen and breakfast nook were extensively renovated in
2000. The first floor features several beautiful fireplaces, a pat-
terned walnut/maple floor in the dining room, and ornate cast
iron radiators. Four of the six bedrooms, and a full bath, have
been restored on the 2nd floor. There is also on the 2nd floor a

room-size linen closet with an entire wall of built-in cabinets and
drawers for storage.

There are numerous pieces of furniture made from tiger maple,
which were commissioned from a local craftsman. Other collec-
tions include Stieff hand puppets displayed in the stair landing/
sifting area on the 2nd floor, antique miniature cars and toys
keptin astudy, and old European key chains mounted on the
wallin a basement workroom.

The gardens have been extensively redesigned and replanted
by the owners. All of the walkways, brickwork and stone walls

have been reset, using materials found on the property or lo-
cally.

The core of this
stately Greek Revival
home, known as the
CATLIN HOUSE, was

built in 1845 for Burling-
ton's first mayor, Albert
L. Catlin. After his wife
died in 1869 Catlin sold
' the house 1o Calvin H.
.2 Blodgett, president of a
lumber company, and
Blodgett made a num-
ber of changes including addition of the large and de-
tailed porch on the street side, and a two-story extension at
the rear which added a first-floor kitchen ({the kitchen had
been in the basement), back stairway and servants’ rooms
upstairs. The carriage house, south of the main house, was
later sold as a separate lot and converted around 1920 to
the residence that is now 246 South Union Street.

The structure of the house remains largely as it has
been since the Blodgett improvements 130 years ago. A
number of other distinguished citizens have lived here, in-
cluding William B. McKillip, who served in the State Senate,
Gen. Alfred A. Starbird, Commanding Officer at Fort Ethan
Allen, and the large family of Robert Larrow, an attorney
who served on the Vermont Supreme Courtf for 15 years.
The enfrance features a door dating from c. 1890, stone
lintel and leaded glass sidelights, and opens to an elegant
curved stairway. The second floor floorboards are wide
pumpkin pine.

Since they purchased the house
in 1998, the current owners have been
steadily restoring many interior features
including the plaster walls and ceilings
and hardwood floors.
